1. Everyone 14 years of age and older is 

bound to abstain from meat on all the 

Fridays in Lent including GOOD FRIDAY. 

2. When you fast, only one full, meatless meal 

is allowed. Eating between meals is not 

permitted on Fridays, but liquids, 

including milk and juice are allowed.  

3. To disregard the law of fast and abstinence 

is a serious matter. 

4. Going to Mass every Sunday, doing acts 

of charity, forgiveness and good deeds of 

virtue are obligations of daily life of 

Catholics especially during Lent.  

The first weekend of Lent (February 17th & 18th) 

the National Black and Indian Mission 

Collection will take place within the Diocese.
